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A Brief Profile
Aggarwal College Ballabgarh (Estd. 1971),is a post graduate co-educational institution affiliated to M.D. University, Rohtak. Itis
situated in Ballabgarh, Distt. Faridabad on NH-2, a part of the National Capital Region and is approx. 45 km from Indira Gandhi
International Airport, New Delhi. The college is running 7 under graduate, 5 Hons. and 8 post graduate courses. Besides 35 certificate

courses, 5 diploma courses, 3 advance diploma courses, six add-on courses, two vocation degree courses sponsored by University

Grants Commission, New Delhi are also running to equip students with market oriented innovafive skills and to make them self-
sufficient & self-dependent.

The tofal students strength is 4600. There are 140 qualified and trained faculty to effectively implement the teaching, learning
and evaluation process.
